Approximate Project Rubric
Grading a project is not as easy as it sounds.  Invariably, someone will try something you did not anticipate.  Nevertheless, here are some basic guidelines I try to use when trying to assign grades to projects.

“A” projects – An “A” project will be mostly or entirely correct and also will be very pleasing to the eye.  It will have nothing missing listed in the directions and will have explanations that clearly indicate the material learned during the Unit.

100% - Miniscule or no mistakes and among the best in appearance
95% - One or two minor mistakes but strong evidence of time spent on appearance
90% - A few minor mistakes and/or good appearance but not among the best

“B” projects – As you might expect, “B” projects are usually “A” projects gone awry.  Often a project will have errors that cannot be overlooked but look wonderful or will have correctly done everything asked for but look like only a minimal effort was made to have it look nice.  These are almost always “B” projects.

85% - Several minor mistakes or one or two major mistakes, possibly missing a small portion of the assignment, some effort made towards appearance

80% - Many minor mistakes or a few major mistakes, likely missing portions of the assignment, more than average effort put towards appearance

“C” projects – Since “C” is thought to mean average (whether it is or not is open to debate), usually a “C” is given to a project that covers the bare minimum but is not exceptional in any way.  These often are dull looking projects with minimal explanation.  A project on notebook paper is usually a good candidate for a “C” project.
75% - Most or all of assignment completed with minimal effort (if any) put towards appearance or egregious errors and/or missing parts with some effort put towards appearance.

70% - Most or all of assignment completed with no apparent effort put towards appearance, could also include weak explanations or errors.

“D” projects – When you do less than the minimum, you will have a “D” project.

65% - Important parts of assignment missing, large errors, little or no explanation, appearance detracts from quality of what is correct

60% - Large parts of assignment missing, large errors, miniscule or no explanation, difficult to decipher what is being done or if it is correct, appearance so poor it is difficult to judge important aspects of assignment

“F” projects – To get an “F” on a project, you have to do almost none of it sloppily or turn it in late.

Late projects – You lose 10% per class period that your project is late, so get it in on time!
